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SYDNEY HARBOUR REGATTA 2021

The New South Wales Championships for the Sydney 38 Class will be conducted in conjunction with the 
Sydney Harbour Regatta 2021.  For these Championships, the Notice of Race is amended as follows. 
 
1. RULES 
1.3.4 For the Sydney 38 Trophy Division Only, Class Rules are amended as follows: 

Rule 10.6 Sails - Sails carried shall comply with the requirements of Rule 10.6 except that there is no 
need to have an SMS sticker registered with the Association. 
Rule 14.1 Crew Weight - The weight restriction of this clause will not apply to this regatta however the 
maximum number of crew shall not exceed 10. 
Rule 14.2 Crew Eligibility - The intent of this clause will apply - i.e. no more than “one professional” 
aboard.  World Sailing (WS) crew registration will not be required for this regatta. 
 

5. ENTRY FEES 
5.1.4 Irrespective of when an entry has been made, the payment of an entry fee will confirm an entry and 

will be classified for each Class as follows:

11. SCORING 
11.5.1 Six (6) races are scheduled of which two (2) shall be completed to constitute a series. There shall be 

no discards and a boat’s total score will be the sum of its score in all races completed. 
11.5.2 The NSW Championships will be scored for all boats complying with class rules. 
11.5.3 The Trophy Division will be scored for all boats not compliant with class rules 10.6, 14.1 & 14.2. 
11.5.4 The Sydney Harbour Regatta Sydney 38 Division will be scored for all Sydney 38 boats entered. 
 
12. PRIZES 
12.1 The Sydney 38 NSW Championships and Trophy Division Prize Giving will be held at approximately 

1800hrs on Sunday 7 March 2021 at the Middle Harbour Yacht Club. Prizes shall be awarded to 1st, 
2nd and 3rd) in each Class or Division consisting of six (6) or more entrants.  Additional Prizes may also 
be awarded.

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12.2 The Official Sydney Harbour Regatta Presentation and Prize Giving will be held at 1900hrs on Monday 

8 March 2021, at the Middle Harbour Yacht Club. Prizes may be awarded to the overall winners (1st) 
and place getters (2nd and 3rd) in each Class or Division consisting of six (6) or more entrants. 
Additional Sponsor Prizes may also be awarded. All competitors are invited, but attendance may be 
limited by NSW Health Guidelines. 

 
15. BERTHING & MOORINGS 
 The Sydney 38 NSW Championships entry fee includes the cost of berthing but this is subject to 

availability.  It is recommended that entrants apply for a berth at the earliest opportunity.  The Middle 
Harbour Yacht Club may have limited casual berthing and moorings available for competing boats. All 
requests for casual berthing and moorings at MHYC shall be made by completing the ‘Casual Berthing 
Registration’ form, available from the Club’s website www.mhyc.com.au.
